WHEREAS, Frank Robino contributed to the purchase of the land and the building of “St. Anthony’s in the Hills” a country summer camp for inner city children, and

WHEREAS, during the mid 1960’s Frank Robino and three other builders came together and created a master plan to develop Pike Creek Valley, and

WHEREAS, since that time his company has built more than 15,000 homes in Delaware and Pennsylvania, and

WHEREAS, Frank Robino is considered by many in the industry to have provided more affordable housing in the State of Delaware than any other developer, and

WHEREAS, through his love of golf, Frank Robino established the Frank Robino Gold Tournament to raise scholarship money for students at Lynn University, where he received an honorary degree, and

WHEREAS, considered an industry leader, Frank Robino’s ability to understand the needs and wants of the homebuyer and translate that into an affordable product will be greatly missed, and

WHEREAS, Frank Robino is left behind by four sons, Frank Robino III, Paul A. Robino, Mark A. Robino, and Charles J. Robino, all inspired and guided by their father and who now work together in the business he built.
